We had an enjoyable, busy Catholic Schools
Week. Many thanks go to all parishioners who
participated. We appreciate you all and the terrific
support you've given to Our Lady Star of the Sea School
since it opened in September 1926.

This year's SCOPE auction, "Swingin' on a Star,"
is now a part of the history of our school. Proceeds
designated for the operating budget were about
$56,000. Plus, another $26,000 was raised by the
"fund-an-item" event; half the funds are designated for
scholarship assistance this year and the other half will
be used to purchase document cameras (twenty-first
century overhead projectors) for most of the
classrooms.

For the past 18-months, we have been working
on the school's second accreditation study. The 106-
page self-study, covering all areas of the school's
operation, is now complete. The visiting accreditation
team made its first visit on Thursday, Feb. 11. The
chairperson is an associate superintendent for the
Diocese of San Jose; two members are from St. Mary
School, Aberdeen; one is from St. Alphonsus School in
Ballard; and the fifth is from St. Monica School, Mercer
Island. The team members, besides organizing team
responsibilities, met with Star's staff and toured our
facility. They made many positive comments. The team
will return again March 8 - 10. At that time, they will
observe all subjects being taught in all classrooms and
talk with parents, staff, students, and members of the
finance and curriculum committees.

With Catholic Schools Week, SCOPE, and the pre-visit
behind us, we are all looking forward to the quiet,
prayerful months of Lent.
